Aims, Outcomes and Objectives 
Our main aims at Barton St Peters are to:
Increase the number of pupils engaged in regular physical activity and healthy lifestyles; raise the profile of PE and sport across the school, as a tool for whole school improvement; continue to increase the confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport to ensure challenge and achievement for all pupils and increase the range of sports and activities offered to all pupils; increase participation in competitive sport, ensure teaching is skills focused as opposed to games. 

Our objectives include:
Engaging all children in activity; raising the awareness of healthy lifestyles and the impact on lives; raising confidence and enjoyment of activity to promote active healthy lives; ensuring staff confidence and abilities are up to date; children to recognise the importance of active and healthy lifestyles, increasing physical well-being, ensuring children have the opportunity to compete in competitive activity. Continue to develop the sustainability of the subject across the school; continue to develop the value of PE through hinterland knowledge and worked examples.

Ensuring all teachers are teaching specific skills to a high standard; ensure all teachers are following the scheme of work; ensure children are fully engaged in physical activity throughout lessons; ensure children are able to discuss what they are learning, why and its impact.

	In response to national data, our aims are focusing on ensuring all children engage in physical activities regularly. We aim to continue to increase the value of the subject by providing meaningful ‘beyond the curriculum’ experiences and engaging all children in intra-house competitions throughout the year. We recognise the lack of engagement in physical activity outside of school nationally, and aim to provide exciting and inspirational extra-curricular opportunities to encourage children to be a part of. While the high-quality provision and teaching of PE remains our priority, we will continue to develop children’s knowledge around physical, healthy lifestyles and develop key skills across the curriculum.
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
