	Self-Regulation
	I can follow a simple , one step instruction.
I can talk about myself, my needs and my feelings using words such as ‘happy, sad.’ 
	I can recognise and talk about when I am feeling happy, sad, angry or worried. 
I am beginning to be able to recognise these feelings in others. 
	I understand and can explain why we have rules.
I listen to what others say .
I can engage with an activity that is not of my choosing.
I can follow instructions with at least two steps.


	I show that I can apply strategies to help me regulate my behaviour when I am angry or upset. For example, going to the calm corner or seeking help from an adult. 
I am developing my ability to use talk to resolve conflicts. 

	I can follow instructions involving several steps.
I can listen to what others say and respond appropriately. 
I show concern for others’ feelings.  For example, trying to comfort them when they are upset. 
I can work towards a simple goal. 
	-  Show an understanding of their own feelings and those of others, and begin to regulate their behaviour accordingly; 
-  Set and work towards simple goals, being able to wait for what they want and control their immediate impulses when appropriate; 
-  Give focused attention to what the teacher says, responding appropriately even when engaged in activity, and show an ability to follow instructions involving several ideas or actions. 

	Managing Self
	I can put away and collect my own belongings such as my coat and book bag. 
I can use the toilet on my own. 
I can wash and dry my own hands. 
I can put on my own coat
I can use a knife and fork. 
I begin to follow some class rules.

	I can put my own shoes on. 
I can zip up my own coat.

	I understand and can explain why we have rules. I am beginning  to show resilience and perseverance in the face of a challenge. For example, taking my own jumper on and off or using the sellotape dispenser independently.

I can mostly dress and undress with minimal support. 
I follow rules without reminders or prompts.

	Gross Motor Skills
	I can move safely in a space.

I begin to use book language such as cover, page, title, character. 

	I begin to use recently introduced vocabulary from stories in my play. 
I answer questions about how characters might be feeling and why. 
I can use puppets or props to begin to retell and recall  a  familiar story. 



	I predict what might happen next in stories.
I engage with non-fiction books and ask and answer questions about them.

	Word Reading
	I know that print has meaning.

	I can count up to 3 objects. 
I join in with number rhymes and counting games.

	I can touch count objects to 5.
I can recognise numerals to 5.
I can count out 5 objects from a larger group. 
I can compare quantities within 5.
I count objects, actions and sounds. 
I understand one more and one less. 
I explore the composition of numbers to 5. 
I can copy, continue and create repeating patterns. 
I can make comparisons between weight, length and capacity. 
I talk about and explore 2 d shapes. 
I compose and decompose shapes. 
	I recognise the numerals 6,7,8.
I count 6,7,8 objects.
I can subitise quantities to at least 3.
I understand zero. 
I can identify and show representations of 0- 8.
I can find one more than and one less than a number to at least 5.
I explain my answers.
I explore the composition of quantities to 8 and explain my findings.







	I can recognise, count, and represent numbers to 10.
I compare numbers within 10.
I understand that a pair means 2.
I begin to explore odd and even.
I can combine two groups. 
I can find a double. 
I compare length, weight and capacity and use the associated vocabulary. 
I understand and use some everyday language related to time. 
I recognise and name some 3 d shapes.
I can talk about the properties of 3 d shapes. 


	I can verbally count beyond 20.
I can count, recognise and represent numbers beyond 10. 
I can  recall number bonds to 5 and know some number bonds to 10. 
I can subitise to at least 5. 
I can select, rotate and manipulate shapes to develop spatial reasoning. 
I can group and share objects within 10. 
I know doubles to 10. 
I understand and use positional language.
I can begin to  copy, continue and create more complex patterns. 
I can program a beebot. 
	- Have a deep understanding of number to 10, including the composition of each number; 
-  Subitise (recognise quantities without counting) up to 5; 
-  Automatically recall (without reference to rhymes, counting or other aids) number bonds up to 5 (including subtraction facts) and some number bonds to 10, including double facts. 
-  Verbally count beyond 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system; 
-  Compare quantities up to 10 in different contexts, recognising when one quantity is greater than, less than or the same as the other quantity; 
-  Explore and represent patterns within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds, double facts and how quantities can be distributed equally.

	The Natural World

	Creating with Materials
	I experiment with colour mixing. 
I begin to create my own ‘small worlds’ using various construction kits. 
I explore different materials. 
I draw shapes to represent objects and begin to add details. 
	I experiment with different textures .
I can mix different colours and talk about the process.
I can talk about my paintings and creations. 
I can join materials using sellotape, or glue. 
I say what I am going to make – I may need support from an adult to develop my ideas. 
I know how to use the scissors safely. 
	I safely explore different techniques for joining materials.
I use a paintbrush effectively.
I use colours for a purpose. 
I can mix different shades and talk about the process. 
I use my own ideas to create paintings and drawings. 
I create and describe patterns and textures.

I make imaginative  small world scenes - for example in the wooden blocks area. 
	I explore and use a variety of artistic effects to express my  ideas and feelings.
I share creations, talk about and describe processes and evaluate my work. 
I articulate my own ideas using full sentences
I create artwork in the style of different artists. 
I show care and accuracy in my drawings. 
I can use scissors correctly and with control, cutting out smaller shapes. 
I work collaboratively with others.
I take turns with resources. 
	-  Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function; 
-  Share their creations, explaining the process they have used;
-  Make use of props and materials when role playing characters in narratives and stories. 

	Being Imaginative and Expressive
	I take part in pretend play. 
I enjoy joining in with songs and rhymes. 
I can pitch match when singing. 
I begin to make up my own songs. 
	I experiment with different instruments and their sounds.
I can sing in a group or on my own, learning the words to new songs.
I can pitch match when singing and follow the melody. 


	I develop my own  storylines in my pretend play based on stories or my own experiences. 
I can use puppets or props to begin to retell and recall  a  familiar story. 
 I can move in time to the music.
I play percussion instruments in time to a simple piece of music. 
I handle instruments with care. 
I listen to different music and talk about how it makes me feel. 
I watch and talk about dance and performance art and how it makes me feel. 
I talk about the sounds I make with instruments such as loud/quiet/fast/slow. 
I sing songs and make music as part of a group. 

	I explore and engage in music making using a range of different instruments and explore ways of changing them. 
I perform music and dance on my own and in a group. 
I play an instrument following a musical pattern.
I invent my  own narratives, stories and poems.
I can take part in a group role play such as a retelling of a traditional story. 
I know the names of some of the musical instruments. 
	-  Invent, adapt and recount narratives and stories with peers and their teacher; 
-  Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs;
