	Separating Mixtures (1st/3)
How can this mixture be separated? TBAT explain what I know about separating materials. (SB) 
TU how solid particles of different sizes can be separated by sieving. (SB)
Which solids dissolve in water?
TK that some materials dissolve into a liquid to form a solution. (AB) 
TBAT investigate which solids dissolve in water to form solutions (SB)
TBAT understand that although the solid cannot be seen it is still present. (SB) 
How can I conduct a fair test?
TBAT record and report the results of an investigation on dissolving as evidence to support or refute predictions made. (SB)

What is solubility and can it be different depending on the solute?
TBAT explain what I know about types of change in materials. (SB) 
TBAT discover that some materials dissolve and that solubility rates vary. (SB) 
Do we always use the same method to reverse a change?
TBAT predict whether the solute can be recovered from the solution due to evaporation. (SB)
TU that mixing, dissolving and changes of state are reversible changes and use this knowledge to separate materials. (SB/AB) 
Does every solid melt at the same temperature?
TU that melting is a reversible change and have investigated this process. (SB)
What is the difference between chemical and physical changes?
TU that burning is an irreversible change and that new materials are formed. (SB/AB)
TU that heating some materials can cause them to change and that this can be irreversible. (SB)
TBAT explain that some changes result in the formation of new materials, and that this kind of change is not usually reversible (AB) 
How does the amount of bicarbonate soda impact a chemical reaction?
TU that putting acid on bicarbonate of soda will cause a chemical change that is irreversible. (SB/AB)
TU that the type, strength and amount of acid and the amount of bicarbonate of soda will affect the reaction. (SB)
