This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Barton St Peter's Primary School, the school leadership recognises the importance of music in promoting positivity, self-confidence, and a sense of community. As a result, music is embedded throughout the school's everyday practice, whether through daily physical activity, singing in acts of worship, extra-curricular activities, or music lessons.
In Key Stage 1, pupils learn to use their voices to sing expressively through songs and chants linked to their themes. They begin to develop an awareness of the different interrelated dimensions of music through listening to a range of live and recorded music, and exploring and playing tuned and un-tuned instruments, which includes contributing to group and class compositions. Pupils also use technology to aid their understanding of music and to record their compositional work.
In Key Stage 2, pupils develop their knowledge and understanding of the different interrelated dimensions of music through composing and performing music linked to their themes, in addition to exploring music from other countries, cultures, and that of great composers. Pupils learn how to read and record notation, and they also use technology to aid their understanding of music and to record their compositional work.
Additionally, each class studies a "Musician of the Term," learning about their musical style, history, and impact on the world of music. These musicians cover a rich and diverse range of styles, both historic and contemporary.
Progression in music is assessed by the teacher listening to the pupils' musical responses and making regular video and audio recordings of their learning, in addition to more formal recording of work.
Every class has a planned music lesson of one hour per week, delivered by class teachers or trained Teaching Assistants.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At Barton St Peter's Primary School, the leadership team is committed to providing a rich and diverse musical education that extends beyond the core curriculum. The school's co-curricular programme is designed to offer pupils opportunities to sing, play, and listen, fostering a love of the subject.
One of the key elements of music at the school is whole-school singing worship. The entire school community comes together for collective singing, where, in addition to learning songs to complement their worship, pupils learn about pitch, notation, rhythm, and information relating to genres and the origins of songs. This collective experience builds a sense of community and a shared joy.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The school also has a choir that is open to any child. The choir is a key part of the music programme throughout the year, providing the opportunity to develop vocal skills, learn to sing in harmony, and perform in front of a live audience. The choir performs at a number of community events each year.
The school currently offers one-to-one music tuition, brokered through the local authority, though no children have taken up this offer yet. The school also signposts families to the Barton Community Band, which supports tuition in brass, woodwind, and percussion instruments.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Barton St Peter's Primary School, the leadership team is committed to nurturing confident, lifelong learners who are ready to shine their lights in society. One of the key drivers for the school's curriculum is to offer a rich diet of first-hand experiences that nurture the whole child and make them think about how far their lights might shine on their life journey. As part of this experience plan, the school includes a variety of music events and performance opportunities where children can enjoy music in its wider sense.
The school recognises the importance and value of seeing live music and live performances, and so each summer, they invite M and M Productions into the school to perform a piece of classic theatre for all children. This is followed by a theatre workshop for Year 6 pupils. In December, the company returns to perform a pantomime, ensuring that these events are accessible to all pupils, as they are fully funded by the school.
Additionally, pupils in Years 5 and 6 have the opportunity each year to attend a West End show, which gives them further appreciation of the arts and also builds cultural capital.
Each year in June, to coincide with St. Peter's Day, the school holds a whole-school concert where all children are given the chance to perform and also to listen to their peers. In addition to this, the school has seasonal performances linked to the liturgical year or class themes, with each class performing one of these throughout the year, ensuring that all pupils have the opportunity to perform each celebration (Harvest, Nativity, Carols, Easter) during their seven-year journey.
In July every year, Year 6 pupils perform their final "swansong," which is always a full theatrical production including singing and dancing. These performances are well-received by the children and the community.
The school also holds regular singing assemblies and invites in musicians to lead workshops, such as African drumming, Phillipa Hannah, and ISing Pop.



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	To ensure the continued success and development of the music programme at Barton St Peter's Primary School, the leadership team has identified several areas for future focus and improvement.
One key priority is to provide comprehensive staff CPD to ensure that all teachers have the necessary skills and confidence to deliver high-quality music lessons to the required standard. By investing in the professional development of the teaching staff, the school can ensure a consistent approach to music education across all year groups and classrooms.
Additionally, the school plans to embed robust assessment procedures to track pupil progress in music more effectively. This will involve developing a clear framework for assessing and recording pupils' musical development, allowing teachers to identify areas for improvement and tailor their teaching accordingly.
Finally, the school will update its medium-term plans with new resources and materials to support the delivery of the music curriculum. This may include the acquisition of new musical instruments, the procurement of digital resources and software, or the development of bespoke lesson plans and schemes of work.
By addressing these areas, the school aims to build on its existing strengths in music education and ensure that all pupils at Barton St Peter's Primary School have access to a high-quality, engaging, and progressive musical experience throughout their time at the school.
