	1. STAR time - daily storytime session. 
	2. From week 3, phonics is taught whole-class - 1 sound per day.

	4. Phonics daily catch-up. Focus: CVC words, blending and revising initial sounds (for some). 
	5. Children read picture books and those with single letter correspondences. When children can blend, they read books with words. 


	6. All children are heard reading on a 1:1 weekly basis. 
PPG, catch-up, SEND children listened to daily/more frequently
N.B. Books are chosen carefully and closely match learnt sounds, e.g. if children could read satpin they won’t be given a cvc book that has words with jvwz for example.
